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SECPTA Joins Gift Card
Fundraising Program

SECPTA has enrolled with Great Lakes Scrip Center
(GLSC) as part of a program that allows non-profit
organizations to raise funds through the regular
shopping habits of its members. Money made from
our enrollment with GLSC will help fund the ongoing
needs of SECPTA.

This program allows SECPTA members to purchase
“scrip” (think gift cards) for everyday needs like food,
gasoline, clothing, home improvement and
entertainment. Through GLSC and discounts offered
by more than 600 retailers, SECPTA earns a
percentage for each dollar of scrip purchased.

What Is Scrip?

Scrip is simply a word that means “substitute money” -
- in other words, using scrip is akin to purchasing with
a gift certificate or gift card. Many popular retailers
participate in the GLSC scrip program including Wal-
Mart, Kohl’s, Sam’s Club, Borders, Macy'’s, P.F.
Chang’s, Pizza Hut, Best Buy, Toys-R-Us, Home
Depot, Shell, BP and Giant Eagle.

How Does SECPTA Raise Funds Through GLSC?

GLSC participating retailers agree to sell gift cards to
SECPTA at a discount. Members and families of
SECPTA buy the scrip (gift cards) for full face value
and redeem them at face value, allowing SECPTA to
keep the percentage difference.

The ease and benefit of scrip is that you put your
regular household shopping dollars to work. You earn
money for SECPTA without spending a single
additional penny or making an out-of-pocket donation.
Scrip can be used for just about any household
purchase including food, clothing, entertainment,
gasoline, home improvement and even dining out.

How Do | Use Scrip?

You use scrip just like you would a gift card. Present
your scrip at the cash register and it is redeemed by
the retailer at full value. Through GLSC, you can buy
scrip gift cards for more than 600 stores.

How Do | Obtain Scrip?

Ordering scrip is easy. You can purchase scrip
online, directly through GLSC, or you can obtain scrip
through SECPTA.

When you order scrip online, you enter SECPTA’s
organization ID number so we get credit for the
transaction. Generally, orders submitted before 1:00
PM (Eastern) are shipped the following business day.
All orders are shipped via FedEx and your orders are
insured by GLSC while in transit and a signature is
required upon delivery. OQur organization ID number
is 4405420005.

If you don’t want to order online , SECPTA will be
making weekly scrip purchases. If you tell us the
retailer and the amount, and provide the money for
the purchase, we’ll handle the ordering for you.

For scrip orders, payment must be received before the

gift cards are released for shipment. Most GLSC
customers choose an electronic fund transfer to speed
payment and delivery of orders. For your regular or
repeat shopping needs, you can reload your scrip
online and avoid the hassle of purchasing and
accumulating new gift cards.

3 cups sugar 2 tsp. cinnamon

1 cup water 1 tsp. salt

1 cup vegetable ail 1 baking powder

4 eggs Y5 tsp. nutmeg

1 % cups flour Y tsp. ground cloves

cream cheese, powdered sugar or butter.
